1. Learners two years older than the 

average class age they are applying 

for will not be accepted. 
 

2. signing of this document 

acknowledges that: 
 

2.1. The parent/s and guardian/s are 

aware of the Christian nature of 

the school life;

3. The registration fee of M500 for learners from 

Year 4 - AS is payable upon acceptance of the 

pupil. 
 

4. When a child is enrolled, each parent or 

guardian commits himself/herself to abide 

by the decisions of the principal regarding 

the school’s organization and discipline. 

If rules change, the parents undertake to abide 

by the new rules and to accept that the 

principal’s decision is final. 
 

5. The principal/HOD will address all complaints 

in connection with rules, regulations, policies, 

or procedures and the implementation thereof. 
 

6. The learners are expected to attend all 

compulsory official school days, including 

special days and evenings. 

8. Fees are payable in advance and 

Accounts must be settled by the 7th of 

every month. 
 

9. If a parent/guardian refuses or neglects to 

pay fees, the school lawyers will be asked to 

proceed with prosecution. The parent will 

both/or separately be liable for the 

legal fee, on the lawyer or client scale.
